CEM MARTENS HAS LEARNED what he wants,

During several years' shopping, he looked at

many boats and visited many shows. As he
put it, “There were several locally built boats thar
came close but [ always kept coming back o the
same craft.”

[t was the 26' Commander, manufactured in
Port Moody by John Maitland. Martens visited
the plant, talked with Maitland and made his de-
cision. This was the boat for him.,

The Commander offered a variety of features
that Martens wanted in a boat, At 26", it was spa-
cious enough to cruise two couples comfortably.
With a grown family, the Martens wanred a boar
they could enjoy wich their daughrers and sons-
in-law when they “get away from it all.”
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Size ulso ensured the boar was railerable—im-
portant to Martens who wants to trailer it from
his home in Burns Lake to Kitimar for sal-warer
fishing, as well as visit any one of a number of
large lake systems closer to home. The Com-
mander 26 is designed right 1o the limirs of trail-
erability—its 10" 2" beam requires a wide-load
permit—giving him as much boat as possible
while still being street-legal.

Martens was also drawn by the Commander’s
solid, long-standing reputation: “The Commanders
have been around for a number of vears and Mait-
land has developed it into a good west const boat.”

TRADITIONAL DESIGN: Commanders retain a dis-
tinctly traditional West Coast profile in a market
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amidships to minimize fore-and-aft crim shitts,
Both are also sheathed in rwo layers of glass to
protect them from hilge warer.

Theres o teak ouside to wearher, and all fit-
tirigs are made of heavy marine-grade stainbess.
1 would have preferred welded railings, but
Commander uses assembled components tor
greater flexibility with their railing installations,

GOMFORTS: The custom sear Marrens selecred
for the command bridge offers something for ev-
eryone in the relaxation department. [nstead of
the usual sleeper bench beside the central com-
mand seat, Jiumnita Jane has a chaise lounge with
a special back rest that flips one way to make a
seat and the other to make a recliner.

“When the sun comes out, my wife can go up
and enjoy it, while [ go on fishing down helow,”
Martens explains,

Inside, there’s a V-berth forward and down,
and an the starboard side of the salon, a com-
mand seat with galley behind it to starboard. To
port, opposite the galley is the dinette and an
enclosed showerfhead, Marten likes the dining
area in the salon.

“Many of the new desians put the table in the
cuddy eabin, but [ prefer ro look out,” he says.

The interior is beaurifully finished in teak
with special lazy-boy fabric on the command
seat and settee. The Marrens selecred rela-
tively dark material to stand up berrer under
heavy use.

Many finishing touches in the cabin add up to
an efficient and enjovable experience ar sea. For

RELIABILITY AND RANGE: Marren chose a diesel
tor cconomy, serviceability and durability: a
single Volvo KAD-42/DF, the supercharged ver-
sion of the Volvo KAT-41/DE This package de-
livers 230hp at the crankshaft and 216hp ar the
B35 Duoprop. To obtain a 400-mile range, Com-
mander’s standard 106gal fuel rank was supple-
mented with a 30gal auxiliary.

ENVIRONMEMNTAL CONCERNS: Last bur nor
least on the Martens' “necds” list was respect
for the environment, They installed a dual bac-
rery system and two alternators, one for the
house system, the other for starting, The extra
barrery capacity lets them settle in for the
night withour having ro “flash up” the engine.
A holding tank helps keep their favorite
haunts pristine.

Even the engine plays its part: 1 minisack in-
jector and uperaded fuel pump reduces the
amount of fuel lefr in the system when the en-
gine is shut down. When rhe engine is re-
started, there is minimal cold fuel o burmn off
and virtually no smoke.
